ter. We work closely with the Janesuville police department to review proper pro-
cedures and safety for our students durning lock down drills. The fire, tornado
and lock down procedures are posted in every classroom to ensure proper proce-
dures are followed. The purpose of the drills is to ensure we all know what to do
in the case of a real incident. We also have the ALERT NOW system to send
home messages in the case of a real safety concern at school. If you have any
other questions about school safety and our procedures please feel free to contact
the school.
